Neighbourhood Watch is a means of  

developing and improving the liaison  
between the community, the Police and the 

Local Authority. 

 

Our aims are: 

 

To help people to protect themselves and 

their property  

To reduce the fear of crime 

To improve the local environment by im 

proving local and home security 

To encourage greater vigilance 

To foster community spirit 

 

Whatever the level of local crime rate it is 

important that the local community and the 

Police work together in partnership to  

prevent and detect crime. 

Individual schemes differ depending on the 
area. Most schemes are set up with the  

co-operation of the local Police. Schemes 

are run locally to address local needs or 

problems and are supported by local Police. 
Each scheme has a volunteer a co-ordinator 

who liases with the Police (or Area  

Coordinator) and disseminates information 

to members of their scheme. Farm Watch 
members do not need to pass this  

information on to anyone, due to the  

isolated location of Farms. They also attract 

a different sort of criminal activity, targeting 
livestock and farming equipment.    

Voice Connect 

 

Voice Connect enables us to pass police 
information on to our Neighbourhood 

Watch / Farm Watch Coordinators. This 

information can be received in three ways as 

a text, e-mail or as a recorded message, 
volunteers can specify times when they wish 

to receive the messages. 

 

Neighbourhood Watch & Farm Watch is 
recognised as having a real role to play in 

reducing crime and anti social behaviour. 

Our volunteers play an active role in looking 
after their community. Providing a network 

of vital information, which enables the  

police to respond to criminal activity in 

more effective way. The Police can then 
maximise their resources resulting in safer 

communities in which people live & work.

Allerdale`s Kerbside Recycling 
Scheme  

 
Allerdale Borough Councils latest kerbside 
recycling scheme is currently being extended 

to areas of Aspatria. óThe Purple Bag Schemeô 

is for the collection of glass bottles and jars, 
metal food and drink cans and plastic bottles 

from domestic properties. If your property is to 

be included, purple bags and information 

leaflets will be delivered in the next two 
weeks.  

 

The bags are collected fortnightly from the 

front of the property in one vehicle; they are 
sorted later using a combination of magnets 

and screens. The advantage of this kind of 

collection is that as well as being convenient 

for the householder, collection of the bags is 
extremely efficient allowing us to currently 

collect purple bags from over 20,000 

properties in Allerdale.  

 
So far, the purple bag scheme has diverted 

over 500 tonnes of recyclables from landfill. 

Allerdaleôs other kerbside recycling 

collections; the paper, card and garden waste 
schemes are still running well. If you have a 

paper/card bin donôt forget make use of it, as 

well as diverting huge volumes of recyclables 

from landfill, using these recycling bins will 
remove a large amount of waste from your 

rubbish bin ï particularly important in the run 

up to Christmas. Please note: due to lack of 

demand, there will be no garden waste 
collections on weeks commencing 22 and 29 

December 2008.  

 

Remember to check your bin collection 
calendar over the Christmas and New Year 

period as collection days and times may 

change, bins need to be out for collection by 

7am.   If you donôt have kerbside recycling 
collections, donôt forget, communal recycling 

points are spread across the borough ï please 

be considerate, donôt use these banks at 

unsociable hours!

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Mince Pies 
Ingredients  

350g (12 oz) high-

quality mincemeat  

200g (7 oz) plain 

flour, sifted  

2 tablespoons caster sugar  

125g (4½ oz) unsalted butter, diced  

1 large egg, beaten  

milk, to glaze  

 

Preparation method 

 

Lightly butter a 12-case bun tin.  

Tip the mincemeat into a bowl and stir 

so that the liquid is evenly distributed.  

Place the flour, sugar and butter in a 

bowl and rub it through your fingers 

until it resembles breadcrumbs, then stir 

in the egg.  

 Bring the mixture together with your 

hands, wrap in cling film and chill for 

an hour. Thinly roll out the pastry onto 

a floured surface. Cut out 12 circles 

with a fluted pastry cutter, large enough 

to fill the cases in the patty tin. Press 

gently into each case, then fill evenly 

with the mincemeat.  

Cut out another 12 slightly smaller cir-

cles and use to cover the mincemeat. 

Press the edges together with the end of 

a fork to seal. Make a small slit in the 

top of each, then brush lightly with 

milk. Chill for about 30 minutes.  

While chilling, preheat the oven to 200 

C / Gas Mark 6. Bake the pies for 20 

minutes until golden brown. Cool on a 

wire rack and serve warm. Enjoy!  

The idea of a Resource Room for the

with whatever illness they, or their family 

member, are unfortunately suffering from.  
 

When a family is going through something 

like this,  they receive medical help from the 

GPôs and Nurses but sometimes it is practi-

cal help they need  more than anything and 
hopefully that is what we will be offering 

them at the Resource Room.  

 

Since then we have had several other  
donations from members of the community  

including proceeds from running the Great 

North Run, Christmas Carol Service at the 

Methodist Chapel, local bands, personal 
donations, the Mayors Charity Fund etc.  

We have also had items donated from  

Companyôs such as Online Systems donated 

Broadband and Cumbria PCT IT donated a 
printer.  

We are grateful for the generosity of these 

people. We have also just secured funding 

from Allerdale which will help a great deal. 
In the Resource room we have lots of  

helpful websites the public can access from 

the PC to gain information and help from, a 

range of books which can be borrowed from 
the Resource Library,  Condition  

Information Leaflets which they can request 

and also an extensive range of information 

from agencyôs ranging from how to claim 

financial assistance to help through their 
illness to having to cope with bereavement. 

We will also have Citizens Advice Advisors 

holding sessions on a regular basis in the 

Resource Room so that the public can speak 
to them for help and advice.  

 

We can also arrange counselling sessions 

with appropriate professionals if required.  
We are in the process or arranging for  

Housing Associations to hold advice  

sessions in the future plus we are hoping 

that Age Concern will attend to give advice 
on a regular basis. 

 

We hope that the people of Aspatria and 

surrounding district will use this facility and 
that it will help fulfil their needs during 

what can be a traumatic time for a lot of 

people.
