Barnado`s -  King St, Aspatria 

Well itôs the start of a New Year and we have a new course for parents -  on Wednesday 13th January we have Paediatric First Aid from 

9.30 to 11.30, this is a very popular course so weôll be keeping a waiting list if anyone misses it this time, just call the Centre for more 
information. Our other course;  óNumeracyô is ongoing till next April.  

Limited  Crèche places are available on site, for babies over 6 months old and up to 4years. Then we consult with Aspatria Community 

Childcare for additional childcare requirements; please try to book early to avoid disappointment. 

For parents and children together we have Tatty Bumpkins on a Tuesday afternoon 1.30 till  2.30 for 5 weeks from 12th January. This is a 
yoga inspired movement and music session for parents and their children aged 2 to 7 years. Please contact the Centre to book your place

(s). The sessions will be held in the Community Centre. 

Thatôs where youôll find Stay & Play on a Tuesday morning through term time, 10 till 11.30 

As well as the activities and the chat you can look at the Toy Library Catalogue, there is also a catalogue in the Centre; for a membership 
fee of Ã1 you can choose up to 3 toys for two weeks, and then change them for something different. Itôs good to try to keep your child 

stimulated. Toy Library is available to any child under 5. 

Weôre still promoting healthy living/eating so you are still able to get the bags of fruit, salad and seasonal vegetables Ã2.50 each as well as 

soup mix at Ã1.50 per kilo. Just order, with the payment, at either Stay & Play or in the Childrenôs Centre preferably the week before. Our 
delivery day is on Tuesday. 

We have a new óservice for parentsô ï  

¶ In addition to the support for mums breastfeeding in our comfortable One to One room, plus the changing facilities.  

¶ And for parents looking for work we have the óJobs in Cumbriaô paper in the Centre to read, with jobs information available 

from the Kiosk too.  ï  

¶ We are now introducing Parent/Carer Noticeboards in each centre for parents to try to sell any childrenôs items of clothing or 

toys, or equipment thatôs as ógood as newô. If youôre not using something anymore and itôs just taking up valuable space then 

this could be an answer for you. 

The Dadôs group made its debut in Aspatria on the 28th November, it went down very well and the next meeting in Aspatria is 27th March, 

at the same venue ï the Youth wing, thanks to Linda and her team for making us so welcome. The next meeting is in Wigton on the  30th 
January and in Silloth on 27th February. Michael Douglas is in charge of this group and if Dadôs would like to travel round all three centres 

they would be more than welcome. 

We have parent forums once a month and they tour around the Childrenôs Centres, the next one in Aspatria is Thursday 25th March 6.30 to 

8.30 pm. Come along to find out what the Centre has to offer you and your child/ren. Any comments are useful about what youôd like to 
see happening in the Centres. These meetings are very informal and we hope sociable. On January 28th they meet in Silloth Childrenôs 

Centre, February 25th in Wigton Childrenôs Centre on Greenacres. 

As well as supporting parents we also support the childminders in our area; there are special sessions for childminders to bring their 

charges and do an activity and learn new skills, swap ideas with other childminders. These take place fortnightly in the All Hallows Hall, 
Fletchertown 

from 9.30 am till 11.  The dates in January are the 11th and 25th , February is the 8th and 22nd and March is the 8th and 22nd too. 

Half term starts Monday 15th February, for one week and we have 2 events on that Monday; a Playscheme in the Community Centre from 

10 till 11.30 am. Parents are able to leave their children so places need to be booked. Our staff need to know details of the child/ren who 
need to be aged between 5 and 11. 

Now the Family Fun Session that is on in the afternoon at Harriston Village Hall ï parents stay with their children so there is no need to 

book. This session is on between 1.30 and 3pm, plenty of ófunô for all the family e.g painting, drawing, a variety of educational toys and 

games plus crafts. Free snack also available.  
As always, if you would like to find out more about what is happening in our Centre, please call in. We also try to keep current posters in 

our window to keep you informed.  Our normal opening times are 9 am to 5 pm Monday to Friday ï however we are responsible for the 

Silloth Centre as well, it is open for a few hours each day and we need to cover Monday and Friday afternoons and Tues/Wed/Thurs morn-

ings, it depends on the availability of staff if we can have both Centres open at the same time, for Silloth ï contact 01697331230 / 0845 
543 6909.
