The Borough was asked 

to explain why the toilets at 

Brandraw Car Park had re-

mained closed.

Chairmanôs Report 2007/8 
 

During the past 12 months Aspatria Town 

Council has been involved in a number of 

projects which we hope will have a positive 

impact on the quality of life for the residents 
of Aspatria. 

 

We have completed the fencing around  

Victoria Park, installed a new bus shelter in 
King Street, purchased a vehicle for the 

Town Caretaker to enable him to carry out 

his duties more effectively, registered land 

that is within the councils ownership at Land 
Registry and have circulated three quarterly 

newsletter to each household in the town to 

name but a few. 

 
With the assistance of the Town Caretaker 

we have continued to maintain Memorial 

Park to a high standard while the Bowling 

Club has continued to improve the facilities 
around the bowling green.  A number of 

people have completed their Community 

Service Orders by rebuilding a wall near to 

the Tennis Court while others have painted 
the play equipment and carried out other 

maintenance all of which has contributed to 

the park being one of the best in the area. 

 
This year we have again had two trips for the 

senior citizens, one to Morecombe courtesy 

of a group of home helps who donated the 

money and the other the annual council trip 

for over a hundred residents which this year 
went to Skipton. On the later we had  

brilliant sunshine and everybody enjoyed 

themselves. 

 
We had our Civic Service in July which was 

well attended by visiting Mayors, our  

Member of Parliament and other dignitaries.

The council continues to be frustrated by the 
lack of support it receives from the Borough 

and County Councils and other  

organisations.

Our Charity Shop - One of the few shops left in Aspatria. 

The charity shop on Queen Street, which has provided grants totalling more than 
£85,000 to local community organisations, is now one of only a handful of shops left 
in Aspatria.  
 
Since its opening in 1996, the charity shop has become an important part of the local 
community, providing an opportunity to buy clothes, footwear, accessories, house-
hold goods and electrical items at low cost in the centre of Aspatria. 
The funds raised by the sale of donated goods in the shop has supported a wide 
range of local community organisations over the past decade.  These include groups 
who provide services to mothers and toddlers, help for local schools, older people, 
and ages in between by supporting football, rugby and other sports associations and 
events. Special interest groups for people with disabilities have also received the 
charityôs support, and events for everyone in the community such as the now famous 
Aspatria Christmas lights and the town Carnival. 
 
If you are involved with a local community group and need funding, you can apply for 
grants of up to £500 from the Aspatria and District Community Charity Association, 
(ADCCA) , who run the charity shop in Aspatria. 
Application forms are available from the shop at 63 Queen Street, opposite the turn-
ing to Harriston, or from Mrs Jean Holt, the secretary to ADCCA, who can be con-
tacted on telephone number 016973 20306. 
The maximum single grant is for £500, but further applications from community 
groups over time are welcome.  This allows the charity to distribute funds in a fair 
way to as many groups as possible. 
 
The shop also attracts visitors from a wide area, due to the continual turnover of 
interesting items, the charityôs policy to keep prices low and also because of the 
shopôs location on the main road through Aspatria running from Carlisle and Wigton 
to Maryport and Workington. 
The success of the shop depends on a continual supply of good quality donated 
items, and the organising committee want to send their thanks to everyone who has 
chosen to give their unwanted items to our charity shop.

Creative uses for Vinegar and Baking Soda 

 
¶ Remove price labels by coating the label with several 

coats of white vinegar. Let it soak in and after several 

minutes the label will rub off. 
¶ Vinegar removes deposits which clog your metal 

shower heads and sink aerators. Combine 1/2 cup 

white vinegar and one quart water submerge the 

shower head or aerators and boil 15 minutes. 
¶ Wool and cotton blankets soft and fluffy add 2 cups 

white vinegar to a tub of rinse water 

¶     Dissolve 4 tablespoons baking soda in 1 quart warm      

           water for a general cleaner 

¶ To make a homemade anti-fogging glass cleaner try 1 

part white vinegar to 3 parts water and mist 

¶ Use baking soda and water to wash out and remove 

stale smells from thermos flasks. 

¶ Use baking soda on a damp sponge to clean and de-

odorize all kitchen and bathroom surfaces   
¶ Use 2 tablespoons of dry baking soda  in the bottom of 

a teacup to de-odorise and absorb any smells from 

your fridge. Use a teaspoon to stir and turn over from 

time to time. Replace every 2 months.
