In addition to the usual  
correspondence and planning  

applications the council agreed to 

a donation of £1000.00 to the 

North Allerdale Trust which takes 
over from the North  

Allerdale Partnership at the end of 

March 2008. Literature had been 

received which graphically dem-
onstrated the number of wind 

farms proposed in the area which 

was of great concern. Members 

also agreed to financial support to 
the Friends of Memorial Park in 

their quest for funding for the 

refurbishment of the play  

equipment in Memorial Park. 
The council also agreed to donate 

£350.00 to the running costs of the 

Aspatria & District First  

Responders. 
 

January Meeting 

 
The Council had a visit from 

pupils of the School Council of 
Richmond Hill School who also 

asked a number of questions on 

matters which affected them in 

the town. The Council was  
impressed with the quality and 

relevance of the questions and 

the clear manner in which they 

were asked. Cllr J Buchanan told 
the meeting that the reminder of 

the yellow street lighting on the 

A596 would be replaced this 

financial year as would the  
deceleration markings on the 

entrance to the town from the 

south be completed. Members 

agreed a change to some of the 
categories for the Best kept  

Garden Competition.  

Mr D Dawson on behalf of the 

lorry drivers expressed concern 
at Allerdale Borough Councils 

intention to make a charge for 

parking on Queen Street Car 

Park. As the Council had not 
been notified of any decision the 

Clerk agreed to investigate.

Spring Cleaning Tips & Tricks

One of the regular items that is brought to the attention of the Council is dog fouling. Whilst 

we accept that there are many responsible dog owners who clean up after their dogs there are 
a minority that do not and get a bad name for the majority. 

Environmental Wardens and Police Community Support Officers can now issue £75 fixed 

penalty notices for this offence and are regularly encouraged to visit the town with a view to 

catching offenders.

There is 

a book in which to write prayer requests. 

St Kentigernôs  

Churchyard 

The church is legally  

responsible for the upkeep 
of our large and very  

ancient churchyard, in 

which all who live within 

the parish have the right to 
be buried. But we can 

only do this with the help 

of the wider community. 

Our limited income comes 
from burial fees and some 

bequests, plus a grant from the Town  

Council. Last summer we invested a 

 considerable sum in a new lawnmower, 
which together with Raymond’s hard work, 

has made a visible improvement. We are 

also grateful to Cumbria Probation Service 

for help in clearing overgrown areas.  
The churchyard is subject to legal  

regulations, revised in 1995 by the  

Chancellor of the Diocese, and covering  

 

records, headstones and inscriptions, the 
interment of cremated remains, and so on. 

They include the four regulations below 

about maintaining graves.  

9.6.7 (iv)  Memorials in the shape 
of vases, books, images or 

statues, or comprising kerbs, 

railings or chippings are not 

allowed.  
9.7.1  Bulbs and small 

plants may be planted in the 

soil of any grave. 

9.7.2 Plants and glowers 
may be placed in a  

removable sunken container, 

which preferably should be 

made of unpolished  
aluminium. 

9.7.3 Wreaths and cut  

flowers may be laid on any grave, 

or set in containers as above. They 
must be removed when they appear 

withered.  

9.7.4 No artificial flowers 

may be placed on any grave other 
than Remembrance Day poppies 

on the graves of man and women 

who served in the armed forces. 

We do respectfully ask everyone to  

observe these rules, and to help to preserve the 

dignity and natural beauty of this very pre-
cious green space at the heart of our  

community.  Whatôs On
