Beacon Hill Students- Conservation work party.
Wednesday 3rd February 2010

Our students worked very hard recently at Drumburgh Moss developing conservation
skills. They worked alongside Cumbria Wildlife Trust rangers at Drumburgh Moss is
one of four peat bogs on the south side of the Solway estuary, which together are
considered the best in England. Owing to drainage of the moss and the surrounding
farmland, Drumburgh Moss is much drier than it would naturally be, so major work has
been undertaken to slow the flow of rainwater off the bog and sustain the rare habitat.

It is an amazing moss-land and on the day we were there it was a winter wonderland of
ice, the reserve is lovely to see at any time of the year. The nature reserve is very
peaceful with open vistas, a little piece of wilderness, well worth a visit; wellington
boots recommended this time of year as the site is very wet.

The purpose of the visit was to compll i me

What is Identity theft?

Your identity and personal information are valuable. Criminals can find out
your personal details and use them to open bank accounts and get credit
cards, loans, state benefits and documents such as passports and driving
licenses in your name.

Protecting Yourself

Criminals commit identity theft by stealing your personal information. This
is often done by taking documents from your rubbish or by making contact
with you and pretending to be from a legitimate organisation.

Keep yourself save from identity theft:
Keep your personal documents in a safe place, preferably in a lockable
drawer or cabinet at home.

If your passport or driving licence has been lost or stolen contact the issuing
organisation immediately and report it to the Police.

Don't throw away entire bills, receipts, credit-or debit-card slips, bank
statements or even unwanted post in your name.

Destroy unwanted documents, preferably by using a shredder.

Check statements as soon as they arrive. If any unfamiliar transactions are
listed, contact the company concerned immediately.

Never give personal or account details to anyone who contacts you
unexpectedly. Be suspicious even if they claim to be from your bank or the
police. Ask for their phone number, check it is genuine and, if so, call them

back. Be aware that a bank will never ask for your PIN or for a whole security

number or password. Keep them secure.

If your plastic cards are lost or stolen, cancel them immediately. Keep a note
of the emergency numbers you should call..

Keep your passwords safe and never record or store them in a manner which
leaves them open to theft, such as in your purse or wallet.

EASTER BISCUITS

100g butter

80g caster sugar

1 egg yolk

150g plain flour

Y5 tsp baking powder
1tsp mixed spice
100g currants

1 extra tbsp caster sugar
Cook: 15 min Makes 1015
METHOD

To make the biscuits, heat the oven to 170C/
Gas 3.

With an electric mixer, beat the butter and
sugar until pale and fluffy. Beat in the egg
yolk. Sift together the flour, baking powder
and mixed spice.

Add the flour mixture to the butter mixture,
mixing well with a knife.

Mix in the currants, squishing the dough
together and kneading briefly until smooth,
allowing the warmth of your hands to soften it.

Roll out finely on a lightly floured bench (best
done under a sheet of cling film) and cut into
6cm or 8cm rounds with a plain or fluted
biscuit-cutter.

Place on a baking tray lined with greaseproof
paper, and sprinkle with caster sugar. Bake for
12 to 15 min until just cooked, but not
browned. Carefully transfer to a wire rack 0
the biscuits should still be a little soft but will
become crisp as they cool.
