Concern was expressed  

regarding the withdrawal of 

the 39 Bus Service on a  

Saturday. It was noted that a 

vacancy had occurred on the 

council and if no election 

was required then it could be 

filled by co-option. The 

Friends of Memorial Park 

gave a presentation of a  

number of schemes for the 

play park and SMP was  

selected as both the Friends 

and the Councils preferred 

contractor. Funding in the 

region of £30,000 had been 

found but there was still a 

long way to go. 

August 2008 

There is no meeting of the 

Council in August but our 

work goes on.  

 

The Senior Citizens Trip to  

the Borders was well  

attended. The weather was 

poor but it did get out fine in 

the afternoon.

The Crunch Service 

The Crunch Service provided by Allerdale Borough Council is a service 
designed to assist residents with the disposal of bulky  

domestic waste. The service was introduced a number of years ago to 

towns in parts of the borough where there are no existing Household 

Waste Recycling Centres.  Recently however, we have been experiencing 
problems caused by residents dumping material at the location of the 

crunch service before the vehicle arrives at the Queen Street car park site. 

The nature of materials being left at the site poses a potential risk as well 

as being unsightly for nearby residents.   Please do not dump material at 
the crunch locations prior to the arrival of the vehicle at 11.15am. We ask 

that residents who arrive early with waste are patient and wait for the col-

lection vehicle, a crew will be on hand to help with collections. The long 

term future of the crunch is reliant on the public working within these 
guidelines, if incidents of fly-tipping continue in advance of the vehicle as 

they have in the recent past; Allerdale Borough Council may reconsider 

the location of the service or even remove it all together as has happened 

in other parts of the borough. The Crunch Service is available on (20/9,  
8/10, 15/11, 6/12)  between 11.30 and 1400.

Getting married in 

church… 

 

From 1st October 2008 a new Measure 

comes into force, recognising other 
“qualifying connections” for marriage in a 

particular church as well as the existing 

entitlement where one or both persons 

already resides within the parish. In  
summary, these other connections are: 

That at least one of the persons was  

baptised or prepared for confirmation in the 

parish;  
has at any time had their usual place of  

residence in the parish for at least 6 months; 

or has at any time habitually attended public 

worship in the parish for at least 6 months;  
or that person’s parent has at any time during 

the person’s lifetime: 

had his or her usual place of residence in the 

parish for at least 6 months; or 
habitually attended public worship in the  

parish for at least 6 months; 

or that person’s parent or grandparent was 

married in the parish.  
 

This makes it much easier for those who now 

live away but still regard Aspatria as „home‟. 

The Vicar will be happy to hear from anyone 
who is considering being married in church.

                    Bogus Callers 
Not all burglars break into homes - some will try to trick 

or con their way in. They are known as bogus callers 
and will pretend to be on official business from  

respectable concerns such as the Utility Companies - 

Gas, Electricity and Water - or the Council. They may 

claim to be tradesmen or workmen calling to carry out 
urgent repairs. 

Bogus callers succeed because they sound believable, so 

don't be fooled. Make sure in your own mind that they 

are whom they claim to be by following these simple 
steps: 

1. Think before you open the door - use your chain 

and spy hole or look out of the window to see if 

you recognise them. 
2. Ask callers for proof of identity. Genuine 

tradesmen should carry an identification card 

with their photograph on. Check this carefully. 

If you are unsure, telephone the company the 
caller claims to represent. 

3. The Utilities now offer a password identification 

system. Any caller from one of these companies 

should be able to give a pre-arranged password 
as additional proof of identity. 

4. Beware of callers who attempt to distract you by 

claiming that they have seen something  

             untoward in your rear garden or somewhere     
             which may encourage you to leave your house -   

             they may have an accomplice awaiting this  

             distraction. 

If you are not convinced of the identity of the caller, 
don't let them in. Ask the caller to come back later and 

arrange for a friend, relative or neighbour to be present 

on their return or ask the caller to contact this person. 

Treat every stranger with caution. If you are still wor-
ried, dial 999 immediately and ask for the police.
